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Operating Environment

Position Summary
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Ravenhall Correctional Centre is located in Ravenhall, Victoria, 25
kilometres from Melbourne.

®

Ravenhall is a 1000 (built for 1300) bed medium security prison for
adult sentenced males. Its contemporary campus-style design
reflects four accommodation communities with varying profiles: 1)
induction and transition, 2) youth and indigenous, 3) remand and 4)
protection. Community accommodation is complimented by a
further 75-bed Forensic Mental Health Unit, 25-bed Unit for
prisoners with significant challenging behaviours, and a 25-bed
Mission-Based Unit designed to respond intensively and
therapeutically to current community issues. In recognition of the
importance of Continuum of Care, Ravenhall extends its presence
into the community by providing ex-prisoners with access to post-
release support at GEO’s Community Reintegration Centre.

Through investment in opportunities for prisoners to engage in
work, education and programs, prisoners are not only held safely
and securely but given every chance to turn their lives around. Issues
behind much of the crime in our communities — such as violent
attitudes, anti-social behaviours and the abuse of drugs and alcohol
— are addressed through innovative programs and interventions. At
the same time helping prisoners with day-to-day challenges such as
gaining and holding down employment and finding a suitable place
to live also help prevent a return to crime.

Ravenhall’s unprecedented emphasis on offender rehabilitation and
reintegration is evidenced by a significantly sized team of clinicians,
working in concert with a number of Victoria’s most respected
organisations including Forensicare, Correct Care, YMCA, Melbourne
City Mission and The Bendigo Kangan Institute. Together, Ravenhall
provides an integrated service system that collaboratively brings
about lasting positive change in the lives of prisoners pre- and post-
release. Through these partnerships the objective of Safer Victorian
Communities is achieved.

Clinicians work within an integrated practice framework, utilising the
Risk Need Responsivity (RNR) Model, the Good Lives Model (GLM)
and Therapeutic Jurisprudence (TJ), to guide assessment, treatment
and case-management recommendations.

Clinicians are allocated to one of five teams: a community team
providing services to a particular cohort or the complex needs team
providing services to specialist units (e.g. the Close Supervision Unit,
Forensic Mental Health Unit, Mission Based Unit and Management
Unit). Teams are multi-disciplinary consisting of psychologists, social
workers, counsellors and occupational therapists, and are managed
by a Senior Clinician.

Clinicians undertake clinical interviews and risk assessments, identify
dynamic risk factors and develop comprehensive case formulations
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and individualised treatment plans. Intervention may be individual or
group-based and focuses on criminogenic needs such as treatment
readiness, violence, family violence, substance abuse, antisocial
thinking and attitudes, problem solving and consequential thinking.
Clinicians also provide interventions related to wellness, trauma, self-
management, and healthy relationships. Uniquely, clinicians at
Ravenhall also facilitate programs with prisoners’ families to increase
successful prisoner reintegration and continue to provide necessary
support to ex-prisoners post-release to reduce their risk of
reoffending.

Job Profile

Key Role Accountabilities:

Undertake various assessments including functional behaviour assessment, structured clinical
interviews, risk assessments and psychometric testing.

Develop forensic case formulations and treatment plans, write case-notes and outcome
reports.

Provide individual cognitive-behavioural interventions to support program participation,
address distress, treatment readiness, offending behaviour and other treatment needs as well
as reintegration.

Facilitate group interventions targeting criminogenic needs such as treatment readiness,
violence, family violence, substance abuse, antisocial attitudes, problem solving and impulsivity
in addition to programs targeting wellness, healthy relationships, trauma and reintegration.
Periodically facilitate programs with prisoners’ families at GEO’s Community Reintegration
Centre.

Periodically provide post-release support to ex-prisoners who you have identified would
benefit from continued post-release support to reduce recidivism risk.

Contribute to case-management planning and case reviews, behaviour support plans and
community reintegration plans.

Collaborate with custodial and non-custodial staff, Forensicare, Correct Care, Alliance Partners
and other providers, to develop effective working relationships.

Participate in community activities and relevant cultural and religious celebrations.

Facilitate Identified Drug User (IDU) reviews and recommend treatment strategies for
minimising risk and relapse.

Effectively, efficiently and accurately manage clinical data entry into identified systems and
clinical files.

Participate in clinical supervision and professional development opportunities consistent with
the clinician role.

Participate in peer supervision with colleagues and support new or provisionally registered
clinicians to observe your practice.

Facilitate training as required for custodial and non-custodial staff.
