
 
 

TRANSPORT OPTIONS AND DETAILS FOR THE BRISBANE AIRPORT PRECINCT 
 

AIRTRAIN 

The Airtrain station is adjacent to the new office (International Terminal). Working in the airport precinct, 
RFDS staff will be entitled to an Airtrain discount from the following Brisbane City stations:  

 South Brisbane;  

 Roma Street;  

 Central;  

 Fortitude Valley;  

 Bowen Hills; and  

 Eagle Junction.  

Travel beyond these stations will require an additional ticket or use of your Go Cards.   

Weekly ticket $37 

The weekly paper ticket allows you unlimited travel between the Brisbane Airport and Brisbane City stations 
for a 7 day period ($3.70 per trip for 5 days per week).  

A book of 20 tickets $120  

These tickets are ideal for part time employees who need more flexibility ($6 per trip, one way) 

Please note a single adult ticket on the Airtrain, one way is $17.50. Refer to the Airtrain website for details.  

What you need to purchase tickets  

To take advantage of this special offer you need to produce your current ASIC Card, Access ID or a letter 
from RFDS confirming your employment at the Brisbane Airport. You must have a valid ticket each time 
you travel on the train, and present this with your Staff ID card when entering and exiting the train station. 
Tickets are non-refundable and cannot be used by another person. The employment letter is required to be 
updated every 12 months or on request by Airtrain.  

 

AIRPORT TRANSFER BUS - FREE TRAVEL WITHIN THE BRISBANE AIRPORT PRECINCT 

A free bus service is available for all on-airport workers travelling between airport precincts. This bus 

operates on a regular timetable between 6:30am - 6:00pm Monday to Friday and 9:00am - 6:00pm on 
weekends (frequency of this service is every 15 minutes in peak times and 30 minutes in non-peak times).

BRISBANE CITY COUNCIL BUS SERVICES 

The Brisbane City Council runs a range of services* in and out of the airport through Airport Village:  

 308 service runs every 15 minutes in peak times and every half and hour during off-peak ties  

 590 bus service

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Standard parking (AIRPARK) 

Parking $69.17 excluding GST, per staff member per month (the car park is located on Bert Hinkler Drive).

FREE CAR PARK BUS - FROM AIRPARK TO AND FROM THE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT 

There is a free shuttle bus which runs 24/7 from AIRPARK and drops staff outside the international terminal 

(the bus goes directly to the international airport; there is a separate bus for the domestic terminal). It is 
then a 5 minute walk to the office. The AIRPARK bus runs every 10 minutes between 5am-11am and every 
20 minutes between 11am-5am. 
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Priority parking (International Terminal - about 200m from our office)  

Priority parking (this car park is located at the International Terminal) is subject to availability. A monthly fee 
is paid by the staff member.
